Education and Health, the 3rd largest employment sector, was the only sector that experienced 
an increase in employment both during the 2007-2009 economic downturn and the  
2009-2011 period (See Figure 4). 

The unemployment rate in the region is consistently lower than California’s unemployment 
rate. In 2010 the region had a 9% unemployment rate, while the California unemployment 
rate was 12% (See Figure 5).
